	a) The group must be made aware of any trip hazards that cannot be easily removed.
b) The tower must not be used in extremes of rain and snow when the ground becomes dangerous to walk upon.
c) All participants must be clipped into the safety rope before they are clipped to the abseil rope.
d) When travelling to the top of the tower the participants must be clipped on the Alf belay system. Once at the top of the tower participants must not leave the safe pen without been clipped to a safety rope or system.
e) If participants descend back down the ladder/stairs they must be clipped to the Alf on the ladder and must face the top section of stair case.
