g) The strength of wind should be carefully considered, anything above a force 4 (Beaufort scale) should be discussed with centre management

	Injury sustained from equipment

	a) Instructors must make sure participants are wearing appropriate clothing. Correct footwear
b) Brief participants on correct use of the equipment
c) Constant observation ensures constant vigilance of group.
d) Make sure equipment is fit for purpose
e) Ensure trolley isn’t an obstruction when climbing the staircase

	Trip, slip, fall
	All
	a) The group must be made aware of any trip hazards that cannot be easily removed.
b) All People climbing the staircase must only do so when told to by an instructor
c) Helmets must be worn by everyone using the zip wire
d) The instructor must be attached by the safety rope at all times when on the zip platform.
e) If a participant refuses to Zip, then they must descend the top part of the stair case facing it.
